FACULTY/STAFF NEWS:    

·  FVL welcomes two new faculty members:  
Mrs. Brenda Mears , who will teach Family 
and Consumer Education part time; and Mr. 
Nathan Nolte , who will teach biology and 
technical education classes and assist with 
starting the STEM Academy.  Both the Nolte 
and Mears families are members at 
Riverview, Appleton.  We welcome them to 
the FVL family.           

 
OTHER SCHOOL NEWS:   

·  School enrollment: 570 – right on the 
projection when the budget was approved in 
February.  The freshman class totals 129. 
There still is time for any student to register 
– call FVL and arrange a meeting with a 
guidance counselor.  
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·  STEM Academy:  In late fall FVL will be 
registering interested students (current 
freshmen or 8th grade students) to 
participate in the new STEM Academy.  
STEM stands for science, technology, 
engineering, and math.   This program will 
be launched in one year, and planning and 
preparations are taking place now for this 
new program. Director for this program is 
Assistant Principal Alan Nolte, and 
questions can be directed to him.  Look for 
more information regarding registration and 
enrollment in this academy in the near 
future.            

·  Interested in finding out more about hosting 
an international student?  This year’s 
stipend for hosting a student has been 
increased to $4,250.  Call international 
student coordinator Mrs.  Laura Gucinski  
for details.

FINANCIAL UPDATE :   

·  Congregational commitments for the past 
fiscal year (July 1 – June 30) met their goal 
of $850,000, finishing the year $4,000 over 
that mark.  Thanks to all the congregations 
for their generous support to the FVL 
ministry.  A big thank you to those 
congregations on a fiscal-year budget who 
met their commitment with their June 
offerings.  Besides the Federation 
congregations meeting their commitment 
goal, FVL had increased tuition revenue 
from last year because of a larger 
enrollment.  These two factors, along with 
reduced costs for health insurance, utilities, 
and staffing, allowed the school to not only 
finish with a balanced budget, but to have a 
surplus to carry over to this year, in which 
there is a large anticipated deficit budget. 

·  July Federation commitments towards 
operations were $36,542.  The goal for this 
year is $860,000, which requires a monthly 
average of $71,000.                                                

 
Growing in Grace gifts for last fiscal year totaled 
$371, 400.  While the total came up short of the 
$400,000 goal, FVL remains on schedule to retire its 
building debt by 2020.  Total debt at this time is 
$3,195,000. For July, gifts totaled $9,144.  This is 

the smallest monthly amount since the school was 
built in 2000.  The Growing in Grace goal for this 
year is $300,000, which will allow FVL to pay the 
interest on its debt, and reduce the principal as 
planned.  While the many people and congregations 
who have supported this effort with their gifts for the 
past ten years are amazing, FVL continues to rely 
on its many supporters to assist with this debt 
retirement effort. 
 

7th Annual Dinner Auction 
The 7th Annual Dinner Auction will be held at FVL on 
Saturday, October 16, 2010.  This year’s theme is 
Ports of Call.  Tickets are $40 each or $75 per 
couple and can be purchased through the FVL office 
at (920) 739-4441.  All proceeds will be directed 
toward FVL’s Growing in Grace campaign and for 
tuition assistance.  This auction is our largest event 
of the year to help keep tuition costs as low as 
possible for all FVL families.

        FOOD PANTRY 

 
The pantry collection will be Sunday, September 19. 
 
Items Needed:  cereal, all vegetables, including 
baked & pork n’ beans, spaghetti sauce & all 
noodles, meal-in-a-can, rice, canned & boxed 
potatoes, cake mix, & frostings, canned meats such 
as chicken ham tuna, etc., cookies, all crackers, 
paper toweling & toilet paper, canned fruits, 
hamburger, mac & cheese. 
 
Please help the WELS APPLE VALLEY FOOD 
PANTRY. Our pantry shelves are very LOW!!! 
Something you should know: we are servicing 19 
WELS churches in the area with the food pantry. 
There are currently 72 families that we pack non- 
perishable groceries for on a one time per month 
basis for a total of 267 bags each month. We also 
give the families scrip with which to buy perishables. 
During the months of May, June, July, the pantry 
received total $ donations of 5472.00 besides 
groceries. In order to pack the bags, 2663.00 dollars 
had to be spent in purchasing groceries that we had 
not received in donations PLUS we gave out 
$6460.00 in scrip. So as you see, this gave us a 
negative of $3651.00 for those three months. We 
really need help! Please keep the pantry in your 
thoughts when doing your grocery shopping and/or 
help us out with a money donation.
